A Warning: It is the responsibility of the installer to ensure the DECKED CG1000XL/CG1500XL/CG2200XL unit is securely fastened fo a base
which will provide safe and reliable operation. DO NOT INSTALL ON DROP-IN PLASTIC BEDLINERS, RUBBER FLOOR MATS OR COMPOSITE BEDS. The
many variations in application and placement of a sliding platform present specific issues to consider for safely and ufility. The following
recommendations are infended o be general in nature and provide important safety information for the installer to consider during installation.

Usage

AlI DECKED CargoGlide units are designed for use in stationery and level condifions only. When installed in a vehicle, the DECKED CargoGlide unif must
be closed and latched securely prior fo and during any vehicle movement. The vehicle must be parked in a level position prior fo unlocking and
extending a DECKED CargoGlide unit: otherwise, the weight of your cargo could be difficult or dangerous fo move. Control loads by opening and
closing slowly. Heavy, uncontrolled loads may cause bodily injury or damage your DECKED CargoGlide latch or safety stop systems. Regular
inspection is recommended.

Forces

The DECKED CargoGlide unit must be securely fastened to a base floor or other structure fo prevent movement. A fipping force is applied fo the unif
when it is extended, which is countered by the attachments at the front (cabside) and middle of the unit. Furthermore, vehicle acceleration, cornering
and braking will result in additional forces affecting your cargo and the DECKED CargoGlide unit. Impacts due fo dropping a load will resultin
temporary higher forces impacting the fasteners and should be avoided.

Spacers, Drop Links and DECKED shoulder holts

Many vehicle compartments have a lip on the bottom of the bed, or angled tailgates and other obstructions above the floor level. Some truck beds
may require a spacer kit fo clear the obstruction or tailgate angle during extension of the sliding deck. The spacers must be placed under all of the
DECKED CargoGlide areas that normally contact the floor fo provide necessary support. Spacer kits are available for all models; these are sold
separately. Tailgate cable Drop Links and DECKED shoulder bolts will work for some models - call us with any questions at 208-806-025!.

Toassure the failgate never interferes with the DECKED CargoGlide system, there should be at minimum of 1"- 2" of vertical clearance, with no load,
between the highest point on the failgate and the lowest extended point of the DECKED CargoGlide. Test the fit and function fo defermine if spacers
are needed BEFORE drilling info your bed. General rule; the highest point on the failgate must be less than 3/4" above the bed floor fo ensure no
interference with the tailgate. Watch this video fo determine the incline of your failgate; https://DECKED.com/pages/cargaglide-install,

Frame Separation
DECKED CargoGlide frames can be separated fo make installation and remaval easier. Verify fitment in the bed with the upper deck installed. Close
the tailgate. All good? Remove the upper deck for installation if you choose.

GG1000XL, C61500XL and CG2200XL models have hinged stopper flaps on the top and middle frames. To separate frames, simply open the CargaGlide
all the way until it stops, then close it a few inches so you can lift the hinged stopper flaps. While holding stoppers flaps up and being careful not fo
pinch fingers between the stap flaps and the cross bar, hold the latch handle open and slowly slide the deck out until the stopper flaps pass the stop
cross bar. Then continue fo slide frames apart while holding the frame securely. (Caution: the deck and frames are heavy and will drop abruptly as
the last bearing clears the frack if not held securely. Two or more people are recommended fo carry the frame while it is being removed.)

Reinstallation is as easy as simply sliding the frames back info place since the hinged stoppers automatically engage as they pass the stopping
poinfs. Make sure the stops have swung into the fully down position, so the CargoGlide frames will not separate unless you manually lift the hinged

stoppers. E . gE

Position & Check Clearances

1. Findafriend and place the entire DECKED CargoGlide unit into the
bed of the truck or van. Push fo the cabside and center the unit
between the wheel wells.

2. Close the tailgate to ensure proper clearance.

o [risrecommended o first cut the flaps of the box fop off and lay
it in the vehicle bed to prevent scratches fo the bed when
positioning the DECKED CargaGlide unit/frame. Be sureto
remove the box after positioning the unit/frame.

o (penthefailgate, disengage the upper deck larch and pull
the deck out fo the 2nd position unfil it locks in place.

o \Measure from the cabside bulkhead fo the bottom mounting
frame. There should be a minimum of 1/2" clearance.

o \Measure side to side from the CargoGlide o the bed wall at
both the front and back of the unit to confirm it is properly
centered.

3. Check to ensure nothing interferes with the location and
operation of the DECKED CargoGlide, including clearance of
the tailgate and/or doorway edges.

o |oads placed on the DECKED CargoGlide may cause
deflection, reducing the failgate clearance. It is necessary
that you ensure at least 1" to 2" between the lowest part of
the CargoGlide and the highest point on the failgate.

o  (ptional spacer kits or drop link kits can be purchased fo
provide the additional clearance if needed.

Align Frame and Drill Mounting Holes

o Plusnur fasteners are provided for easy installation from the top side of most vehicle beds, so you don't have to crawl under
vour vehicle to bolt in your DECKED CargoGlide.

e Slofsare placed at each fastening point. For most vehicles, these slots ensure plusnuts can be installed on the fop and in
the middle of the bed ribs.

o Six (6) mounting points are needed for 56"- 79" long CG1000XL/CG1500XL/C62200XL units. (see below lgft)
o Fight (8) mounting points are needed for CG1000XL/CG1500XL/CG2200XL units 80" and longer. (see below right)
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1. Select a fastening position nearest the center on the top of abed rib.

o Alignframe so that all mounting locations reside over the middle of a bed rib.
o Holesmust be placed at least 1/4" from any edges of the top flat rib surface.

e [tisnot recommended to install plusnuts in the rib valleys. If this can't be
avoided, spacers will be needed fo fill the gap.

2. Mark and drill pilot holes.

o Usethe frame as a guide and drill pilot holes in the Six or
eight mounting locations with the 5/16" bit.

e A5/16"installation bolt can be placed in a pilot hole to
temporarily secure the unit in place while you drill the other
pilot holes.

o Move the CargoGlide frame a few inches out of your way and
use a1/2" bit to enlarge the holes you just made.

order: (One should be pre-assembled and ready fo use.)

e 5/16"x 25" bolt crimping bolt

*  plusnut (threaded onfo the bolf)

[singawrench to hold the plusnut compression tool in place,
use another wrench or socket to fighten the bolf info the
plusnut. As you tighten the balf, you will feel strong
resisrance, then light resisrance, then strong resistance
again as it collapses the plusnut anchor under the vehicle
bed. DO NOT OVERTIGHTEN.

o Afterthe plusnut has been fully compressed, remove the bolt
and repeat on the other plusnuts you are installing.

 |nspect periodically fo ensure bolfs remain securely fastened.

Test Function

Garefully slide out unit, releasing latch handle fo ensure it Stops at each stop position and that there is safe clearance for
fingers, tailgates, eic.
